communication and personal involvement in their lives and ministries.

e Engage with and equip families based on their season of life.

¢ Provide event coordination for both middle school and high school environments, including First Impressions
efforts within the environment, as well as executing Student Ministries special events.

e Maintain consistent communication with leaders and parents to clarify and connect them with the vision,
direction, and upcoming events in Student Ministries.

e Collaborate with Campus Directors and Campus Support Team to support and enhance curriculum, determine and
plan creative and content aspects for events, and monitor the health and direction of the Student Ministries team.

e Work with the Campus Pastor and other Campus Ministry leaders to accomplish Student Ministries growth goals
and overall campus goals.
